24 people have filed for SF mayor so far, all pending. No obvious all-encompassing
freedom-fighter; some good on particular issues.

Good of the Order: Starchild was mentioned in the June 8 Examiner on decriminalizing
sex work. He also was on a podcast with Chris Baker in TX. Testified at a few SF public
hearings, including re: Breed cracking down on fentanyl. Discussed Zide Door church
that sells psychedelic mushrooms.
